Re: PAR’s Comments on the Presidio Trust’s Main Post Update and the
Draft Supplemental Environmental Impact Statement for the Main Post

Dear Trust Directors and Messrs. Middleton and Pelka:

The Planning Association for the Richmond (PAR) submits the following comments regarding the Main Post Update
(Update) of the Presidio Trust’s Management Plan (PTMP) and the Main Post Draft Supplemental Environmental
Impact Statement (DSEIS). Founded in 1970, PAR is the largest neighborhood association in San Francisco, with a
membership of approximately 1,600 dues-paying households. Our area in the Richmond District extends along the
southern and western boundary of the Presidio from Arguello Boulevard to the ocean. We have participated actively
in Presidio planning for many years.

PAR’s position on the Update and the DSEIS may be summarized as follows:

a. There should be no new, large scale structures built on the Main Post, especially not on the edge of the Main
Parade. The historic buildings must not be compromised or diminished by new construction. The
monumental style and size of proposed Contemporary Art Museum at the Presidio (CAMP) is inappropriate
for the Main Post and would be better located in San Francisco in an area readily accessible by mass transit.

b. The Trust should carefully consider the alternatives presented by the Presidio Neighborhood Representatives
Working Group (PNRWG), the Neighborhood Associations for Presidio Planning (NAPP) and others for a
development of the Main Post that is compatible with the historic setting and status as a national park."

¢. The Update and DSEIS do not adequately address the complex array of significant, adverse environmental
impacts that would result from the proposed development of the Main Post and fail to justify modifying the
PTMP. PAR adopts the comments contained in “Section C - Main Post Update” and “E — Specific
Comments” of the PNRWG comment letter.

d. The National Historic Preservation Act (NHPA) process is essential to the public’s informed understanding
of the environmental considerations to be reviewed under the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA)
process. PAR urges that a further extension of the public comment period of 90 days after the NHPA
process has been concluded.

! The PNRWG is a diverse citizen group established pursuant to a San Francisco Board of Supervisor’s ordinance;
NAPP is an umbrella organization of neighborhood associations that is dedicated to a citizen stewardship role over
Presidio affairs since NAPP’s formation in 1989.
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
